General linguistics

The course presents the main operational concepts and specific
methods used in the study of general linguistics. The issues
discussed are: eSaussurian dichotomies language — speech (langue
— parole); synchrony - diachrony; linguistic - extralinguistic;
syntagmatic - paradigmatic; internal linguistics - external
linguistics. Language as social phenomenon. Language and
thinking. The process of communication. The functions of
language. Double articulation. The linguistic sign. Signifier and
signified. Arbitrary and motivated. Stratification and isomorphism.
Structural levels. Language units. Relations and correlations.
Linguistic fields and disciplines. Evolution of language.
Classification of languages. Languages in contact. Methods of
linguistic research. Schools and trends in modern and
contemporary linguistics, with particular regards to the Romanian
one.

Theory of literature

The course is focused on the study of literary theory, poetics,
critical approach and of literary history, by defining — in a
synchronic and diachronic view — the lyrical, epical and dramatic
genres and approaching text relations and the consequent
concepts such as inter / arhi/ hyper / hypo/ para-text. The
practical function of the main contemporary critical approaches to
the literary text is analysed.

Contemporary English language. Phonetics and phonology.
Lexicology
The course of Phonetics and Phonology presents and analyses the
phonological characteristics of standard British English. It also
deals with typical phonological errors made by Romanian students
of English and with ways of correcting them, by referring to
aspects of English segmental phonology (e.g. duration of vowels)
and English suprasegmental phonology (e.g. the use of stress-

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timing).

Lexicology includes the following topics: An introduction to
lexicology. Lexical units. Word formation theory. A general
presentation and word pattern representations.

Old and medieval English literature
An exploration of the earliest literature in English in its social and
political context. Some of the texts to be analysed are: Beowulf, Sir
Gawain and the Green Knight, Chaucer’s Canterbury Tales, etc.

English culture and civilization
A diachronic overview of major aspects of social, political and
cultural life, influencing identity construction in the British isles,
meant to provide students with background information necessary
for the understanding of English literary texts in their context(s).

The practice of English language and literature
An introduction to text analysis using some of the best renditions
into modern English of old and medieval literary texts (The
Wanderer, Battle of Maldon, Beowulf, Malory’s Le Morte D’Arthur,
Everyman, etc.).
Practising English Nominals: The definite, indefinite and the
zero articles; Countable vs. Uncountable nouns; Singularia
tantum and pluralia tantum nouns; Pronouns and pronominal
adjectives; Qualitative adjectives.

Contemporary French language. Phonetics and phonology.
Morphosyntax |
Phonetics and phonology aim at forming skills to pronounce
correctly in French and at making students acquire the basic
notions regarding the phonological system of French.
Morphosyntax | deals with identifying the nominal group, gender,
number, case, tenses, mood, voice and verbal aspects.

French literature. The Middle Ages and the Renaissance
It deals with the analysis and interpretation of theoretical and
practical concepts concerning the Medieval and Renaissance
literature. It aims at enhancing oral and written skills.
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French culture and civilization
The course aims at familiarizing students with elements of French
history and culture (from Antiquity to 20th century), which are the
basis of understanding French people and their language.

The practice of French language and literature
The course deals with basic grammar rules and focuses on
developing students’ listening skill through dialogues pertaining to
current situations of modern life.

Physical education
The course aims at providing every student with a wide variety of
physical activities and challenges that will contribute to the
development and maintenance of their physical, cognitive, and
affective well being.

Comparative literature

The course focuses on the dynamics of literary and cultural themes
and motives, of myths and on the texts ‘dialogue approached from
an inter-textual point of view. The corpus of text analysed includes
literature of Antiquity (the classic Greek literary texts), Middle Age,
Renaissance, Baroque epoch, the Age of Enlightenment,
Romanticism, Realism, Naturalism, the New French Novel, the
Northern American anti-novel, Southern American novel, the
Postmodern novel.

Contemporary English language. Morphology
An introduction to lexical classes and their related grammatical
categories. The noun and the noun phrase. Pre- and post-
determination. The verb and the verb phrase. Verb-related
grammatical categories (tense, aspect and voice). A typology of
verbs and verb phrases. Auxiliary verbs. Moods, modality and
modal verbs.

English literature. The Renaissance
An exploration of major trends in the development of the lyrical,
epic and dramatic genres throughout the 16th century and the
first decade of the 17th century, with particular stress on the
sonnet writing tradition (Thomas Wyatt, Henry Howard Howard,
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Philip Sidney, Edmund Spenser, William Shakespeare) and the
“golden age” of English Renaissance drama (Thomas Kyd,
Christopher Marlowe, William Shakespeare)

English culture and civilization
North America: natural resources; climate; the regions — cultural
geography; Native American cultural regions; The people -
settlement and immigration; The people: women and minorities;
Religious culture; Political institutions; Foreign policy.

The practice of English language and literature
Thematic vocabulary in practice: Word Families. Word Building.
(suffixes, prefixes and conversion). Specific collocations (lexical and
grammatical). Phrasal Verbs. Practise of the thematic vocabulary
in oral and written communication. Vocabulary areas: education,
work, entertainment, technology, environment, society, crime.
Academic Writing: Style and Register, Coherence, Sentence
Length, Paragraphing; Language functions; Building an
argumentative essay; Titles, Introductions and Conclusions;
Writing from Sources: Quotation, Paraphrase, Summary and
Referencing

Contemporary French language. Morphosyntax Il
The course focuses on the parts of speech as far as their forms and
usage are concerned in order to enhance students’ ability to
analyse morphosyntactically each sentence in contemporary
French language.

French literature: the 17*" and 18 centuries
The course focuses on the cultural and literary phenomenon of the
seventeenth and eighteenth centuries, the appropriation of the
peculiarities of the representative writers of the century, the
original interpretation of the literary phenomenon in general, of
the works and writers studied in particular.

French culture and civilization
From a historical point of view (20™-21% century), the course aims
at describing the contemporary France in all its social, cultural,
political, educational, economic aspects, not forgetting about the
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newest world challenges (socio-cultural mixing, environmental
issues, socio-political threats to the nation stability).

The practice of French language and literature
The course deals with basic grammar rules and focuses on
developing students’ listening skill through dialogues pertaining to
current situations of modern life.

Physical education
The course aims at providing every student with a wide variety of
physical activities and challenges that will contribute to the
development and maintenance of their physical, cognitive, and
affective well being.

Practical training
Students acquire the rules of academis writing, of text editing and
the constraints of accessing and using databases.

Communication strategies
The course allows students to develop their professional
communication competencies, necessary in any type of institution
and the social life in general, helping them understand the
complexity of communication in various spheres (marketing,
politics, etc), also applicable in the sphere of teaching.

Contemporary English language. Morphology
The verb phrase. Classes of verbs. The tenses of the Indicative
mood. A comparative — contrastive approach. Ways of expressing
futurity in English. A contrastive approach. Uses and meanings of
the conditional mood. A comparative — contrastive approach. Uses
and meanings of the subjunctive mood A comparative -
contrastive approach.

English literature. The 17*" and 18 century
A survey of English literature from the Late Renaissance to the rise
of Romanticism. Its main topics include: Cavalier vs. Metaphysical
Verse; John Milton and the Epic; Restoration Drama; Neoclassical
satire: from Dryden to Pope and Swift; The Rise of the English
Novel; Varieties of novel writing in the Age of Sensibility

The practice of English language and literature
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States and characteristics in the present, past and future.
Habituality and repeatedness in the present and in the past.
Narrating events and happenings. Reporting statements, questions
and imperatives. Perfectivity in the present and in the past.
Making plans and arrangements for the future. Expressing
intentionality in the future. Modality expressed by the tenses of
the Indicative. Wishes and regrets. Conditions. Hypothesis vs.
Reality.

Contemporary French language. Syntax
Syntax is the study of how words and phrases combine to form
meaningful units in language.lt examines the relations which
emerge between sequences of words.

French literature. The 19" century
The course puts an emphasis on the knowledge and adequate use
of the specific notions of the 19th century French literature, on
the knowledge of various modern strategies of literary
interpretation.

The practice of French language and literature
The course aims at recognizing the logical-semantic connectors
used to express temporality and temporal relationships, cause-
effect relationships, concession, opposition, comparison;
awareness of the specific semantic values of these connectors and
their correct use in oral and written communication situations.
This course is also a complement of the 19th century French
literature and follows the analysis of the emerging authors
pertaining to symbolism, realism, romanticism and naturalism.

Elective course in English language: Idiomatic expresions and
cultural realities / English-Romanian lexical interference
Idioms and cultural representations: An introduction to the study
of idioms (terminology, classifications). Representations of
elements of culture (Bible, literary and history heroes, ethnonyms)

in idioms
English-Romanian cultural transfers in: word-formation, lexical
relationships; semantic relationships; lexical ‘coincidences’.
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Elective course in French language: Contemporary French
vocabulary / Conversational practices in contemporary French
language

Conversational practices in contemporary French language

This course aims at equally developing two language skills:
speaking and oral comprehension, and familiarizing students with
the Francophone world. The course objectives are to provide
instruction and practice towards competence in French oral
communication and an emphasis on pronunciation and
articulation.

Contemporary French vocabulary

It aims at introducing some simple ways to learn new vocabulary
by practicing reading in context, by writing sentences using the
words under focus and by doing practice exercises and quizzes.

Ethics and academic intregrity
The course allows students to become aware of the academic
demands regarding ethics, integrity, deontology and morality, in
order to become responsible for their scientific research activity, in
accordance with today’s national and international standards.

Applied computer science
It focuses on the theory and application of computing in work and
scientific environments.

Culture theory
Main topics include: Introduction to the theory of culture. Cultural
models. Culture and intercultural communication. The relationship
between culture theory, intercultural communication and social
communication. Acculturation. Representations of individual,
national and cultural identity.

Contemporary English language. Syntax
Traditional vs. Generative -Transformational Grammar. Parts of
sentence vs. phrasal constituents. Phrase structure rules. The
transformational level. Deletion. Substitution. Insertion. Raising.
Extraposition. Clefts. Applications to various types of texts.

English lliterature. The 19" century
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Main topics include: Romantic poetics (Wordsworth, Coleridge,
Keats, Byron, Shelley); Victorian Poetics (Tennyson, Browning,
Hopkins); Varieties of Victorianism and the Victorian Novel
(Dickens, Thakeray, the Brontes, Eliot, Hardy, Doyle, Wells).

The practice of English language and literature
An introduction to narratology through text analysis of 19th-
century fiction.

Contemporary French language. Lexicology

The course familiarizes students with the fundamental linguistic
concepts of lexicology, as well as the specificity of the
morphological analysis of the French contemporary lexis. The lexis
and its units; relations between lexis and grammar, lexis and
vocabulary, lexis and universe.

This course will explore the main issues and approaches related to
expressing stance in French, focussing on how languages organize
meaning by conveying the speaker’s opinion, attitude, or
evaluation of the presented topic.

French literature. 20" century French theatre
The 20th Century Theater Course introduces the traditional First
World War, then studies the avant-garde theater and insists on
absurd theater (lonesco, Beckett, Arrabal, Genet, Adamov) with its
main features.

The practice of French language and literature
The course aims at recognizing the logical-semantic connectors
used to express concession, opposition, comparison; awareness of
the specific semantic values of these connectors and their correct
use in oral and written communication situations.

Practical training
Students become familiar with the working environment and
practical tasks in: libraries, printing houses and translation
agencies.

Elective course in English literature: Irish literature. Identity
tropes and textual representations / Culture, myth and literature.
The Celtic paradigm
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Irish Literature. Identitary tropes in textual representation. Main
topics: Conquests and Othering. Colonial literatures. The Pastoral.
The City

Culture, Myth and Literature: the Celtic Paradigm. Main topics:
Beginnings in the Celtic World. Celtic literary cycles. Modern and
contemporary rewritings of Celtic myth.

Elective course in French literature: Narrative discourse analysis /
The life within words: the literary reading as a discovery
movement

Narrative discourse analysis

It focuses on the assimilation and consolidation of narrative
analysis techniques concerning time, space, voice (diathesis) and
mode (distance and perspective) and on the identification of the
definitory characteristics of a literary movement, of an epic
universe, of an author or of a literary work

The life within words: the literary reading as a discovery
movement

It enables students to perceive language through the prism of
literature, which is a rich source and resource of linguistic and
critical concepts.

Contemporary English language. Semantics

This subject is designed as an analysis of English lexical semantics,
always combining theory with practice. It provides a survey of
main semantic theories and their findings. The course introduces
students to the basic concepts and methods in the analysis of
natural language meaning; it also presents various semantic
relations and semantic fields that contribute to a better
understanding and acquisition of the vocabulary of a language.

Modern and contemporary literature in English
Modernism and the Novel in English. Main topics: From
Victorianism to Modernism; The Early Modernists (H. James, E.M.
Forster, J. Conrad); The Experimental Novel (J. Joyce, V. Woolf,
D.H. Lawrence); The ‘Angry’ Perspective in Fiction (A. Wilson, K.
Amis); From Modernism to Postmodernism; Metafiction, Novel
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Architecture and Design (L. Durrell, J. Fowles, D. Lodge)

The practice of English language and literature
Translating Fiction. Source Text Analysis. Source Text Translation.
Translation Awareness. Translation Equivalence

Text analysis (English)
Through the study of a selection of both fictional and non-fictional
texts, this course will enable students to extend their critical and
analytical skills and to develop an awareness of the principles that
inform effective discourse.

Contemporary French language. Discourse analysis
This course explores the ways in which language varies according
to subject area, social setting, communicative purpose and the
social roles and identities of those involved. Students will study the
nature of meaning, how we usually convey more than we actually
say or write, what makes texts cohesive and coherent, types of
discourse and specific discourse moves.

French literature. The 20" and 21% century novel
The 20th and 21st century literature course highlights the
evolution of poetry (Dadaist - Tzara, surrealist-Breton & co) with
its representative authors and innovative strategies; the new novel
(Gide, Prroust), the modernist (Robbe-Grillet, Butor), the most
known female voices (Beauvoir, Sarraute, Duras, Yourcenar) and
the postmodernism (Tournier).

The practice of French language and literature
The course aims at training the skills to write a simple and
coherent text in French; the ability to write personal (friendly) and
official letters; the ability to describe personal experiences and
impressions; the ability to write an argumentative essay; the
ability to comment on authentic and / or fabricated texts; the
ability to interpret graphical schemes / tables.

Text analysis (French)
Students will learn how to analyze, interpret, and respond critically
to literature.The students will be taught to analyze the way the
formal elements of literature contribute to its meaning, to analyze
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literature as a human experience, and to read through historical /
cultural lenses.

Elective course in English language: Introduction to transaltion
studies/ Sociolinguistics

Introduction to Translation Studies: ST (Source Text) analysis.
Translation and text- typology. Equivalence in translation.
Translation methods and procedures. Register and style in
translation. Applications using Parallel corpora.

Sociolinguistics. The course is an introduction to sociolinguistics,
the study of the relationship between language and society. It
looks at variation at all levels of language and how such variation
constructs and is constructed by identity and culture.

Elective course in English literature: Modern and contemporary
English drama / The theory and practice of drama
Modern and Contemporary British Drama. Main topics: G.B. Shaw
and Modernism, O. Wilde and the Comedy of Manners, J.
Galsworthy’s Didactic Play, J.B. Priestley and the Time Play; J.
Obsbone and the Angry Play; H. Pinter and the Comedy of

Menace; C. Churchill and the Feminist Play

The Theory and Practice of Drama. Main topics: Elements of
Drama. Genres and movements. The Realist Play. Symbolic Drama.
From Expressionism to the Epic Theatre. From Surrealism to the
Theatre of Cruelty. Existentialism and the Theatre of the Absurd.

Elective course in French language: The transphrastic level /
Textual discourse analysis

The transphrastic level
It focuses on text conherence by dealing with the way in which
sencetces are linked to each other, explicitly or implicitly,
depending on individual language means, text type and cultural
norms.
Textual discourse analysis
This course provides an introduction to discourse analysis and the
different approaches used in the analysis of discourse with
examples of both spoken and written discourse.
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Elective course in French literature: Introduction to the literarty
text translation / Literature and cinematography: interferences
and influences

Introduction to the literarty text translation

The course considers the questions of translatability, fidelity, the
hierarchical division between original texts and their translations,
and the charged politics of translation.

Literature and cinematography: interferences and influences

This course investigates the relationships between two media, film
and literature, studying works linked across the two media by
genre, topic, and style. It aims to sharpen appreciation of major
works of cinema and of literary narrative.

Rhetoric
It includes instruction in practical reasoning and the principles of
rhetoric.

Contemporary English language. Pragmatics
Main topics include: The scope of pragmatic study; The application
of frames and schemata; The world-word fit. Cue phrases;
Monitoring/managing strategies; Communication as an inferential
process; Truth conditions; Relevance Theory. Optimal relevance;
The explicit-implicit content of presuppositions; Negation and
mitigation.

Modern and contemporary literature in English
Twentieth Century English Poetry. Main topics: Characteristics of
(post)modernist poetic discourse. Schools, trends, orientations;
Modernist poetry: J. Joyce, D. H. Lawrence, W. B. Yeats, T. S. Eliot;
Postmodernist poetry: T. Hughes, T. Gunn, S. Plath, E. Plath, E.
Morgan; Contemporary developments: R. McGough, U. A.
Fanthorpe, S. Armitage, K. Clanchy, B. Zephaniah
American Literature: A Short Introduction — focusing on the novel
and the short story, the course explores issues of style, context,
and intertextuality with six authors: Nathaniel Hawthorne, F. Scott
Fitzgerald, Ernest Hemingway, William Faulkner, Kurt Vonnegut,
Toni Morrison.
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The practice of English language and literature
The Modernist and Postmodernist Short-Story in English. Close
readings of authors like Henry James, James Joyce, Fay Weldon or
Salman Rushdie.

Text analysis (English)
Through the study of a selection of both fictional and non-fictional
texts, this course will enable students to extend their critical and
analytical skills and to develop an awareness of the principles that
inform effective discourse.

Contemporary French language. Theory and practice of
argumentation
This course aims at making students become more informed on
theories and techniques of argumentation, focusing on ways of
promoting a point of view, exploring argumentative schemes,
differentiating among types of arguments, and investigating
argumentative strategies.

French literature. Literary criticism
This course introduces students to the debate that has persisted
among philosophers, writers, and critics over the following kinds of
questions: What are the nature, function, and value of literature?
How can we deal objectively with literary art? How can readers
gain greater access to the richness and complexity of literary
texts? What criteria do we use to determine a work’s “greatness”?

The practice of French language and literature
The course focuses on oral and written communication in French;
knowledge of the French language lexicon and its use in various
communication situations; translation of literary texts; production
of written texts in French.

Text analysis (French)
Students will learn how to analyze, interpret, and respond critically
to literature.The students will be taught to analyze the way the
formal elements of literature contribute to its meaning, to analyze
literature as a human experience, and to read through historical /
cultural lenses.
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Practical training for the graduation thesis
Students do research in order to write their graduation thesis.

Elective course in English language: Discourse analysis / Stylistic

Discourse Analysis. Main topics include: Communicative
motivations for the selection of linguistic forms in context. Speech
acts, roles and identities. Referentiality and sequential
organization. Reports, ideas and facts: three kinds of projection.
Elaborating, extending and enhancing: three kinds of expansion.
Style in Literary and Non-literary Texts.

Elective course in English literature: The contemporary novel
written English / Modernist and Postmodernist English Poetry
The Contemporary novel in English. Main topics: Women'’s
Writing: Doris Lessing, A. S. Byatt, Fay Weldon; Men, Women and
Contemporary Culture: Helen Fielding, Nick Hornby; Postcolonial

Voices: Salman Rushdie, Kazuo Ishiguro

Modernist and Postmodernist English Poetry. Main topics:
Characteristics of (post)modernist poetic discourse. Schools,
trends, orientations; Modernist poetry; Postmodernist poetry;
Contemporary developments

Elective course in French language: Reported speech / The
spoken colloquial language

Reported speech
The course aims at enhacing students’ ability to correctly
transform sentences from direct speech into reported speech
through practical tasks and exercises.
The spoken colloquial language
The course presents the difference (in terms of vocabulary,
grammar, etc.) between colloquial (informal) and academic
(formal) French language.

Elective course in French literature: Francophone cultures and
civilisations / The francophone literature of African countries
Francophone cultures and civilisations
It deals with elements of culture and civilization in francophone
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countries (Belgium, Canada) within an integrated approach.

The francophone literature of African countries

It focuses on Francophone literature from Africa as it originates
from rich bi- and multi-lingual cultures, partly as French colonial
legacy.

Rhetoric
It deals with practical reasoning and the principles of rhetoric.

as well as its contribution, in the act of communication, in order to
create and develop proper and correct speech skills, according to
the literary aspect of language

The history of Romanian language

The course emphasizes the inherent dynamics of the Romanian
language system by identifying (and explaining) some diachronic
(phonetic, morphosyntactic, lexical) facts with the help of the
conceptual and methodological instruments specific to the
historical linguistics, revealing the unity and individuality of the
Romanian language and setting the main points of the process of
Romanian glotogenesis and ethnogenesis

Old, Premodern and Modern Romanian literature
The course presents the specifics of Romanian literature during
the XVIith up to XIXth century (the first half), including the
dynamics of the literary formulas and their relation to the
European patterns and the critical filiations thus generated

Ethnology and folklore
The course defines the folkloric area and its operational concepts,
identifies and explains the epical, lyrical and dramatic folkloric
particularities

Contemporary English language. Phonetics and Phonology.

Contemporary Romanian language. Lexicology

The history of Romanian language

Romanian writing, the old literary monuments, the linguistic
structure of the written texts in the old literary language, the
crystallization of the literary norm, the modernization process of
the Romanian literary language, the emergence of literary styles,
etc.

Romanian literature. The age of the Great Classics
The course analyses Titu Maiorescu’s representative studies which
greatly contributed to the first Romanian literary canon of the
XIXth century, with a special focus on Caragiale’s theatre and
narratives

Ethnology and folklore
The course approaches some important ethnographic
interpretations of the Romanian rites

Contemporary English language. Morphology
An introduction to lexical classes and their related grammatical
categories. The noun and the noun phrase. Pre- and post-
determination. The verb and the verb phrase. Verb-related
grammatical categories (tense, aspect and voice). A typology of
verbs and verb phrases. Auxiliary verbs. Moods, modality and
modal verbs.

English literature. The Renaissance
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An exploration of major trends in the development of the lyrical,
epic and dramatic genres throughout the 16 century and the first
decade of the 17%" century, with particular stress on the sonnet
writing tradition (Thomas Wyatt, Henry Howard Howard, Philip
Sidney, Edmund Spenser, William Shakespeare) and the “golden
age” of English Renaissance drama (Thomas Kyd, Christopher
Marlowe, William Shakespeare)

English culture and civilization
North America: natural resources; climate; the regions — cultural
geography; Native American cultural regions; The people —
settlement and immigration; The people: women and minorities;
Religious culture; Political institutions; Foreign policy.

The practice of English language and literature
1.Thematic vocabulary in practice: Word Families. Word Building.

Elective course in Romanian language

This elective course in morphology complements the information
provided by the basic course and aims at updating and deepening

Contemporary Romanian language. Morphology

English literature. The 19" century
Main topics include: Romantic poetics (Wordsworth, Coleridge,
Keats, Byron, Shelley); Victorian Poetics (Tennyson, Browning,
Hopkins); Varieties of Victorianism and the Victorian Novel
(Dickens, Thakeray, the Brontes, Eliot, Hardy, Doyle, Wells)

The practice of English language and literature
An introduction to narratology through text analysis of 19-
century fiction.

Practical training
Practical activities conducted in libraries, printing/publishing
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houses, translation companies, translation firms,
cultural/educational institutions.

Elective course in Romanian literature
The Romanian literary avant-garde. Genres and species
The discipline analyzes the main directions and movements of the
avant-garde in the Romanian culture space, with a special interest
on certain poetic programs and representative literary texts.
Romanian inter-war poetics
The discipline analyzes the main elements of the Romanian inter-

Romanian literature. Interwar Romanian literature. Prose and
theatre

the Romanian Interwar novel and dramatic works, to the strategies

of rendering authenticity covering the European modern patterns
involved and to the Avant-garde anti-literature

Contemporary English language. Semantics

Text Analysis (English)

Elective course in English language

Theory of literature

Contemporary French language. Phonetics and phonology.
Morphosyntax |

The focus of this course is on the writing of the French phonetic,
grammatical and lexical system and its use in text production and
translation and in verbal interaction, on the acquisition of the
fundamental notions regarding the French phonological system,
the acquisition of prosody notions, the correct use of the specific
metalanguage of this discipline and developing the ability to use
the agreement correctly.

The course focuses on the dynamics of literary and cultural themes
and motives, of myths and on the texts ‘dialogue approached from
an inter-textual point of view. The corpus of text analysed includes
literature of Antiquity (the classic Greek literary texts), Middle Age,
Renaissance, Baroque epoch, the Age of Enlightenment,
Romanticism, Realism, Naturalism, the New French Novel, the
Northern American anti-novel, Southern American novel, the
Postmodern novel

Practical training

nineteenth century, introducing the representative authors and
the literary movements from pre-Romanticism to fantastic French
literature.

The practice of French language and literature
The course focuses on recognizing the logical-semantic connectors
used to express temporality and temporal relationships, cause-
effect relationships, concession, contrast, comparison, on
awareness of the various specific semantic values of these
connectors and their correct use in oral and written
communication situations.

Elective course in Romanian language
Tradition and inovation in contemporary Romanian morphology
This elective course in morphology complements the information

The course main focus is forming conversation analysis skills from
the perspective of linguistic political correctness theory, designing
practical activities specific to the field of discourse analysis, using
linguistic tools given in discourse analysis, manifesting positive and
responsible attitudes towards the scientific field, optimal and
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creative use of the own potential in scientific activities.

Ethics and academic intregrity
An introduction to academic ethics. Academic integrity. Problems
of ethics in academic research. Copyright. Plagiarism.

Applied computer science
An introduction to computer-assisted translation

Culture theory
Main topics include: Introduction to the theory of culture. Cultural
models. Culture and intercultural communication. The relationship
between culture theory, intercultural communication and social
communication. Acculturation. Representations of individual,
national and cultural identity

Contemporary Romanian language. Morphology
Description and analysis of the pronoun, numeral, verb, adverb,
preposition, conjunction and interjection classes. Highlighting the
inner dynamics of the Romanian language system by revealing
(and explaining) grammatical facts and structures with deviant and
/ or ambiguous status from the perspective of the norm but also
by emphasizing the functional multiplicity of some units of
language

Romanian interwar literature. Poetry and literary criticism
The course analyses the most representative literary Interwar
trends and ideologies, up to the Romanian Avant-garde and the
aesthetic displacements within the poetical imaginary. The copus
of texts includes Avant-garde Romanian texts as well as the poetry
of George Bacovia, Tudor Arghezi, Lucian Blaga, lon Barbu, Vasile
Voiculescu

Contemporary French language. Lexicology
The aim of the course is mastering the concept of modality and
modals, learning the types of modality and modality tools, learning
the theoretical and practical knowledge regarding lexicology and
word formation, developing the skills of discourse analysis from
the prospect of the new acquisition, creating examples to illustrate
the concepts related to utterance and modality, schematic
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representation of various derivation operations.

20t century French theatre

The course highlights understanding the cultural and literary
phenomena of the twentieth century, becoming aware of the
peculiarities related to representative writers in the light of
current critical directions, a comparative approach of the cultural
and literary movements of the twentieth century, understanding
the techniques and practices specific to poetic and dramatic
discourse.

The practice of French language and literature

The course is designed towards acquiring advanced knowledge of
French oral communication in specific contexts, recognizing
communication situations, performing communication acts and
adapting the linguistic means to them, developing awareness of
the existence of various language registers and their adaptation to
the communication situation, to its object and to the recipient’s
status.

Elective course in Romanian literature
The Romanian literary avant-garde. Genres and species
The discipline analyzes the main directions and movements of the
avant-garde in the Romanian culture space, with a special interest
on certain poetic programs and representative literary texts.
Romanian inter-war poetics
The discipline analyzes the main elements of the Romanian inter-
war poetics that explain the movement of poetic forms during that
particular period

Elective course in French literature
The course analyzes the proper use of working tools (lexical and
stylistic) in order to carry out a complete text analysis from a
narratological point of view, deepening the knowledge of
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narratological analysis, analyzing some fragments of Romanian
texts belonging to the different literary movements, mastering the
metalanguage.

Contemporary Romanian language. Syntax
The discipline describes and analyzes the syntactic structure of the
contemporary Romanian language, the main elements of content
referring to: syntax - object and method (tradition and modernity).
Syntactic units. Sentence - the most important communication
unit. Simple sentence and complex sentence (phrase).
Classification (typology) of sentences. Syntactic relations
(typology). Syntactic relations in traditional grammar and modern
grammar. Non-dependence relations. Dependence relations.
Means of expressing syntactic relations. The course also provides
the knowledge and proper use of terminology and the conceptual
device associated with syntactic analysis

Romanian literature. Interwar Romanian literature. Prose and
theatre
Firstly, the course describes the main trends of the Interwar
narrative to move to the realist and naturalist elements inserted in
the Romanian Interwar novel and dramatic works, to the strategies
of rendering authenticity covering the European modern patterns
involved and to the Avant-garde anti-literature

French language
The course is focused on acquisition of theoretical and practical
competences regarding lexical operation and organization from
the semantic point of view, on the use of the concepts of semantic
analysis within the analysis of meaning production mechanisms at
the micro- and macro-textual level, elements of structural
semantics, units of meaning, semantic relations, isotopes

The practice of French language and literature
The course is aimed at developing the skills of writing a simple and
coherent text in French, improving the ability to write informal and
formal letters, to describe personal experiences and impressions,
to write an argumentative essay and to relevantly comment.
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authentic and / or created texts.

French literature
The course analyses a comparative approach of the cultural and
literary movements of the twentieth century, an understanding of
the techniques and practices specific to the poetic and dramatic
discourse, als developing some skills for interpreting the modern
literary patterns illustrated in the works of the contemporary
writers and the appropriate use of these concepts.

Elective course in Romanian language
Elements of stylistics of the Romanian language
The discipline aims at describing the stylistic structure of the
Romanian language, the marks specific to each functional style, as
well as the familiarization with the main techniques and methods
used in the research of the stylistic variation of the language. The
content elements tackle the object of stylistics; the notion of style;
individual style vs. functional style; the stylistic hierarchy;
functional stylistic structure; stylistic stratification: levels, registers;
stylistic performance; the stylistic brands

Elective course in Romanian literature
Non-Canonic Interwar Writers
The discipline provides the theoretical and contextual background
necessary for the analysis of a corpus of texts belonging to the
non-canonical writers from the interwar Romanian literature
Interwar Romanian Drama
The discipline proposes a synthetic and analytical perspective on
some forms of Romanian non-canonical inter-war drama.

Elective course in French language
Idiomatic expressions in contemporary French. Notions of
phraseology
The course is aimed at explaining the socio-cultural and historical
significance of idiomatic expressions, their linguistic status as well
as grasping their meaning, translating them into Romanian and
using them in context.

Elective course in French literature
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French literature and cultural representations
The course is focused on analysing of literary texts in French,
within the context of the literary traditions of Francophone
cultures, on acknowledging the directions of literature
development and developing a synthetic conception on the
postmodern cultural phenomenon, insisting on cultural practices
and stereotypes.

Contemporary Romanian language. Syntax
The syntax course in the 2nd semester deals with the issue of
syntactic functions in Romanian, from a dual perspective -
traditional and modern. Predicate and predication. Subject.
Complements. Adverbials (circumstantial complements). Attribute
(noun modifier). Apposition are the main elements of content

Romanian literature. Postwar Romanian literature
The course analyses the main trends of Romanian Post-war
narratives, with a special focus on the impact of the generation

the appropriate use of concepts, mastering peculiarities related to
representative writers in the light of current critical directions.

Elective course in Romanian language
Functional variants of Romanian
This optional course aims at examining the structure of linguistic
variations of the Romanian language as well as the factors that
determine these variations, using text sequences on which the

(English and French)

General linguistics

The course presents the main operational concepts and specific
methods used in the study of general linguistics. The issues
discussed are: eSaussurian dichotomies language — speech (langue
— parole); synchrony - diachrony; linguistic - extralinguistic;
syntagmatic - paradigmatic; internal linguistics - external
linguistics. Language as social phenomenon. Language and
thinking. The process of communication. The functions of
language. Double articulation. The linguistic sign. Signifier and
signified. Arbitrary and motivated. Stratification and isomorphism.
Structural levels. Language units. Relations and correlations.
Linguistic fields and disciplines. Evolution of language.
Classification of languages. Languages in contact. Methods of
linguistic research. Schools and trends in modern and
contemporary linguistics, with particular regards to the Romanian
one.

Contemporary English language. Phonetics and phonology.

Lexicology
The course of Phonetics and Phonology presents and analyses the
phonological characteristics of standard British English. It also
deals with typical phonological errors made by Romanian students
of English and with ways of correcting them, by referring to
aspects of English segmental phonology (e.g. duration of vowels)
and English suprasegmental phonology (e.g. the use of stress-
timing).
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Lexicology includes the following topics: An introduction to
lexicology. Lexical units. Word formation theory. A general
presentation and word pattern representations.

Contemporary French language. Phonetics and phonology.
Morphosyntax |
Phonetics and phonology aim at forming skills to pronounce
correctly in French and at making students acquire the basic
notions regarding the phonological system of French.
Morphosyntax | deals with identifying the nominal group, gender,
number, case, tenses, mood, voice and verbal aspects

English culture and civilization
A diachronic overview of major aspects of social, political and
cultural life, influencing identity construction in the British isles,
meant to provide students with background information necessary
for the understanding of English texts in their context(s)

French culture and civilization

Specialized discourse.
Terminologies. Translations
(in French)

Translation and localization

The course deals with the translation and cultural adaptation of
software, documentation and sites, and insists on the highly
specialised skills required to perform this activity.

Specialized discourse. Lexicography and terminology
The object of the course is the word in the case of lexicography,
and the term in that of terminology. The goal of lexicology is to
account for the native speaker’s competence in the lexicon of his
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language, whereas that of terminology is to describe those words
belonging to a given field.

Contrastive grammar
The course focuses on identifying and exploiting the systematic
differences between the two languages in contact (French and
Romanian) in order to highlight the general rules of
correspondence. It aims at enhancing students’ grammatical
competence in both studied languages.

Computer-assisted translation
Introductive notions of machine translation, principles and
typology of MT. General presentation of CAT tools, the main
softwares used, advantages and disavantages in using them.

Electronic resources and documentation techniques
It focuses on electronic resources and documentation techniques
for translators, teachers and researchers in French.

Discourse typology
The aim of the course is to describe and categorize the discourse
typology — spoken and written — to understand how the coherence
of the discourse is created by the interaction with the text, by both
sender and receiver.

Traductology and professional translation practice
The course explores the main strategies used in translation in
relation to the different fields of activity where translation is
required.

Translating specialized discourse
This course contains in a first instance a presentation of the
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techniques, strategies, current modalities in translation in general
and, in a second part, concrete applications for translation of the
specialized discourse in various fields: medical, economic, legal,
religious.

Multilingualism and intercultural communication
The course explores the cultural complexity and diversity of our
current times and covers units such as communicative interaction,
intercultural relations, intercultural competence, cultural conflicts,
stereotypes, and acculturation, with a view to enhancing
intercultural awareness and communication skills.

Ethics and academic integrity
The course allows students to become aware of the academic
demands regarding ethics, integrity, deontology and morality, in
order to become responsible for their scientific research activity, in
accordance with today’s national and international standards. It
also ensures a high degree of honest competitivity.

Translating literary texts: theory and practice
Literary translation involves special techniques and strategies. It is
a specialized discourse that requires cultural luggage, practice,
talent, creativity. Practical activities aim at intercultural transfer,
translation of poetry, contextual texts (slang, familiar language,
style, aesthetics.

French-Romanian political and cultural relations
The course aims at highlighting the cultural specificities in the
Romanian and French space and at increasing the communication
and intercultural communication skills.

Audio-visual translation: theory and practice
The course will introduce the students to key methods and
approaches in the processes and practices of audiovisual
translation, focusing on subtitling as a computer-assisted
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audiovisual tranclation technique.

Practical training
Students acquire practical skills due to the professional activity
performed in local companies and translation agencies.

Simultaneous and consecutive interpreting: theory and practice
The course mainly deals with the translation techniques to be used
in translation and interpreting events. It highlights the difference
between simultaneous and consecutive translations while working
on increasing, through practical tasks, the memory retention
capacity.

Professional communication
The course allows MA students to be efficiently integrated in the
professional system, by mastering the working techniques in
various communicational and professional contexts, and the
adequate use of terminology. The future specialists are trained to
cope with different communication situations, also contributing to
the image of the institution they will represent.

Journalism
(in Romanian)

Introduction to language and communication sciences
The course deals with primary elements of the communication theories,
from language, signs or codes of communication, to specific aims, levels and
contexts. It also includes means of efficiency in communication, especially
when certain barriers are encountered.

Introduction to the mass-media system
First rank course, which is meant to accomodate students with the most
important realities of the media world, as well as defining all the base
characteristics of the media products, markets and cultures.

Written press editing techniques
Course of great importance for the future journalists, offering directions for
their first steps in editing written texts, with clearly differentiated targets,
depending on every genre of the written press and every criterion of
classification, its elements included.

Socio-psychology of communication
Also a course of massive importance. Its focus mainly turns to the public,
studying its structure form the very beginning, when oral information was
being shared, to the times when the press started to govern news lines.
Segments of public, their coordinates of existence and evolution or various
classes of reactions to media stimuli are also included.

Contemporary Romanian language in the journalistic discourse

The direct appliance of this course is based on the use of language rules,

with functional connectivity on the mediatic discourse. It also points out
common mistakes and offers ways of correcting them. Essential for the clear

Moreover, how
does an investigation affect lives and times?

Information collecting techniques

This subject deals with and expands one essential key notion: the interview.
First, the main points of a survey, from conceiving it to settling the matter,
the question(s), the respondents and the targets or/and effects. Then, the
elements of an interview and the rules of taking it, depending on the field,

story to be told, frame or source. Speaking of which, the way(s) of
documentation, portraying and reference to it will be dealt with during
several (and consistent) modules.

History of mentalities and genesis of cultural models
This course aims at initiating applied models of interpreting the history of
mentalities, starting from the theoretical concepts previously acquired
during the first modules. Various frames and settings of mentalities will be
taken into consideration, from the antiquity to the present days.

This entirely applied subject deals solely with initiating and cultivating
individual professional skills in all media. Documenting, writing, editing,
transmitting, interviewing, camera shooting, staging and revising, all are

tought and assimilated thoroughly throughout the module.

Photojournalism
This course is also mainly practical, exploring in depth the media
photography. From its history and initial success, through its development
and manipulative later proportions, and to its actual often ambiguous
power and effects, the matter presents itself through rich illustrations and
useful instruction.
